HIEU 112: Ancient Explorers
Paper Assignment:

Choose an ancient explorer from the following list:
Harkhuf, Nehesj, Wenamon, the Phocaeans, Kolaios, Midacritus, Himilco, Sataspes, Hanno, the Nasamones, Pytheas, Xenophon, Alexander, Nearchus, Aristeas, Patrocles, Eudoxus, Petronius, Diogenes, Aelius Gallus, Hippalus, Zhang Qien, Faxian, Xuanzang. 

Write a research paper analyzing in detail the source material for the journey of that explorer and attempt to reconstruct, as best as possible, the events of the journey, with due regard given to technology employed, geography encountered and locations visited. Engage recent scholarship on the subject, addressing the arguments made and assessing their validity.

A. Format:
1. Type essays, double-spaced, 12-point.

2. Page requirement: 5 minimum, 6 maximum. Number all pages (except the first). Maps do not count as pages.
3. Staple the pages together.
4. Have a title, but no title page is needed (or desired). Center your title and put your name underneath it. 

5. Use footnotes to cite your modern sources, and provide a bibliography.

6. Direct quotations longer than 30 words should be indented and single-spaced.

B. Structure:

1. Write in coherent paragraphs. Each one should have a single controlling idea or point to make.

2. Organize your paper well, so your thoughts are easy to follow. 

3. Keep sentences short enough to be manageable.

4. Write about the past in the past tense. Write about literature in the present tense (i.e., “Pliny writes…”).
